Efforts reached a
milestone in January when global lighting manufacturers, world finance and development organizations, and leading
government representatives met to collaboratively develop a regional lighting technology roadmap—a five-year, step-by-step
guide to transform the region to sustainable lighting using light-emitting diodes (LEDs).
